PRESIDENT'S PONTIFICATIONS
What are we doing to improve the value of your soccer dollar in today’s economy?  As mentioned during the January Board of Directors meeting, our commitment continues to be enhancing the value of service to our membership, while sustaining the quality performance and character values that our club is being recognized for, statewide and regionally.  How are we doing it?
 

1)       Budget Management – operational efficiencies, cutting unnecessary expenses, renegotiating existing contracts, increasing revenues via Sponsorships, etc.
2)       New Services next season – SoccerUSA Exclusive BWSC Discount Day, Financial Aid Program, Free Travel Website with rebate $ for members, College Recruiting seminars/tools, lower cost SAQ contract for BWSC teams, facilitating doctor appointments for sports injuries, etc.
3)       “New Uniform Policy” – new Adidas/SoccerUSA contract, beginning next season, will allow every player to purchase and “own” (not rent) their new uniform kit (2 jersey, 2 short, 2 sock, 1 practice shirt) for $100 (to last 2 years).  How about a big “AMEN!”
4)       Coaching - Hans Hobson (DOC) & Sandy Pollock (Director of Player Development) continue to implement policies and procedures that ensure coaching standards demanding quality and consistency at every age/team level.   This includes more frequent evaluation of all coaches (personalities, teaching/motivation methods, strengths, weaknesses, curriculums, licensing, etc.), resulting in a club paradigm shift away from coaches staying with one team for more than 2-3 years.  Quality coaches from around the region continue to seek coaching opportunities with BWSC.
5)       Free Play Friday – Beginning in March, skills sessions, goalie training, & scrimmaging will be made available at Tower Park to all BWSC players at no charge, supervised by Hans, Sandy, & coaching staff.
HAN'S HAPPENINGS
I sincerely hope that everyone had a wonderful holiday and enjoyed your time away from soccer (if you had any :) Several new things are going on that you should be aware of:
 
Practice Sessions - The new practice schedule will be out shortly.  Please understand that I do everything in my power to try and honor your requests and times.  However, I am not always able to do this. The Spring is always difficult because we actually loose the number of fields that we have to practice on.  The addition of other sports at Crockett and Tower will take away approximately 4 of our earlier practice times.  I have tried to accommodate the coaches who have multiple teams first, the younger teams second, the girls teams third, and lastly the boys since they are not in play for a State Tournament.   I apologize if this has been a surprise to you, but we can never guarantee practice times or locations from season to season.
Please remember to try and stay off the practice fields while the sessions are being conducted.  We do not want to have more distractions to the kids than needed.  Also, remember to park in the parking spaces at Tower and avoid dropping your child off in the  Handicap spaces or on the overpass.
 
FREE PLAY Friday - It has been difficult in the last few seasons to reach each and every team with footskill sessions.  Limited days in the indoor facility, and lack of practice space at Tower and Crockett play a key role in when we can offer this extra session. We have conducted coaches education in an effort to give your coaches the skills necessary to continue skill development in practice. We will not be able to get to everyone unless it is offered on Friday.  So, in an effort to reach EVERYONE we are now implementing a day in which your child will be able to come out and work on footskills and play unrestricted. The idea that most of us grew up getting off the bus and playing pick-up soccer/football is the driving force behind this new session.  We want to create an atmosphere where the kids can show up and do about 10-15 minutes of Skills/GK and then divide up and play without the restriction of coaching.  The coaches will oversee the session and help divide teams, but the kids will play without coaching.  I believe this will be a fun event for all involved.  This will take place on Fridays from 5:00 pm -6:00 pm at Tower Park on the 1st field. More information on this will be posted on the website as it becomes fully developed. We will also continue GK sessions at the Brentwood Indoor facility on given days.  This schedule will be posted on the website under "Training Schedule" once it has been finalized. 

Tryouts for the Fall -  Tryouts for the fall are fast approaching and we have listed below the weeks that we will be conducting them. Exact dates and times will follow within the next month.  Age group coaches will be assigned and posted several weeks prior to the tryouts. The DOC and Player Development Coordinator will be placing the correct coaches with the proper teams.  Please remember that your current coach is not guaranteed from season to season.  We as a club, look to change coaches out every 2-3 years to help our couches and players continue to grow.  By changing coaches out, we also help to limit any favoritism or bias that can result from coaching a team too long.

Evaluations - I have recieved most all of the team evaluations from your managers and will be spending much of my time using them when I conduct my end of season reviews with the coaches.  This information will be shared only with the EBOD and Director of Player Development.  
If you have not yet received an evaluation on your child from his or her coach on last season's performance, please let your manager know.  Many of our coaches are currently setting times to get this done.
 
US National Team Game - The US Men's National team will be playing on Wednesday April, 1st at LP Field.  This will be a Coaches Education day and all Training Sessions will be CANCELLED. The Coaching Staff strongly engourage you to support the US Men's National team at this game as they continue the hunt for a spot in the next World Cup in South Africa.  This is a great event and wonderful opportunity to see our nations BEST.
 

SANDY'S SESSIONS
 Last month I attended the National Soccer Coaches Association of America’s annual convention in St Louis along with Hans and several other coaches from our club. This event always leaves me inspired to continue to learn more and more about this great game of ours. To see so many other coaches from around the country and the rest of the world come together to share ideas and learn from each other convinces me that soccer is only going to become stronger in Tennessee and the US.
Player development is my responsibility at Brentwood soccer club and my goal is to help educate all of our parents, players and coaches of the need to continue to improve by keeping up with this ever changing game. One of the many sessions that was presented, dealt with the future of the game and how it impacts both our players and our coaches. The presentation has been sent to all of the coaching staff.
As parents we tend to get connected to one coach and want to stay with that coach. Often this applies to players as well. It is our goal at the club to rotate our coaches through different teams every two to three years in order to give our players AND our coaches a more rounded experience. Hans and I will place our coaches with the teams that we feel best fit both the players and the coach.
We are also encouraging our coaching staff to adhere to the curriculum that is posted on our web site when planning a season’s training sessions. They will be measured on this at the end of each year when Hans does his coaching evaluations.
Hans and I are very proud of our coaching staff and feel that they are the most qualified in the State, you can rest assured that your children are in good hands and that we will continue to attract the best coaches as we grow as a club.
